The smart city concept integrates information 
and communication technology, and various physical devices connected to the network 
to optimize the efficiency of city operations and services and connect to citizens. Smart 
city technology allows city officials to interact directly with both community and city 
infrastructure and to monitor what is happening in the city and how the city is evolving.
